Proposed Amendments to NRS 540A

Regional Planning and Management

NRS 540A .010 Definitions

1. For the purpose of implementing NRS 540A.030 through NRS 540A.240, “Board” means the governing board of the Northern Nevada Water Authority.  (This change would carry throughout the statute)

2. For the purpose of implementing NRS 540A.250 through NRS 540A.310, “Board” means the board of county commissioners.

Possible inclusion of definitions listed in Section 7 through 21 of the BDR

NRS 540A.030 Boundaries of Region.

1c. 
Land located within the Gerlach General Improvement District or its successor created pursuant to chapter 318 of NRS.

NRS 540A.070 Imposition and collection of fee for planning and administration of chapter and implementation of certain plans.

3. The fee collected pursuant to subsection 1 will continue to be collected by Washoe County and transferred to the Northern Nevada Water Authority for the sole purpose of  developing and updating the Comprehensive Regional Water Management Plan and administration of the Regional Water Planning Commission.  

NRS 540A.130  Development and Revision; contents.


3.  The plan must:

g. Describe policies regarding dedication of privately held water resources by applicants for water service.

h. Describe programs for regional management and conjunctive use of the water supplies and facilities in the planning area, including the use of reclaimed water and recharge and recovery or underground storage and recovery of water.  

i. Describe policies for the beneficial use or discharge of treated effluent water into the Truckee River.

j. Describe programs for the regional conservation and prevention of long-term depletion of water resources in the planning area (The Conservation Plan).

k. Describe the water budget identifying all water supplies available in the planning region ( This is already in the plan, but can include here for sake of completeness).

NRS 540A 140  Required elements.  The plan must include the following elements.

8. Recommendations for developing and implementing consistent policies concerning regional drought reserve standards and dedication of water rights.  

9. Evaluation and recommendations regarding service area designations based upon which purveyor and resource can most efficiently and effectively serve the area.  

10. Evaluation of the feasibility of integration of distribution systems and facilities of all water and wastewater purveyors in the planning area, including the costs and benefits of such integration, analysis of resources, operations, facilities, human resources, assets, liabilities, bond covenants, and legal and financial impediments to consolidation and methods, if any, for addressing any such impediments.
